






First Stage

Prior to submitting the tape transcript, candidates will first consult with their Supervisor and gain 
a written letter of recommendation.  A candidate needs to show their supervisor how they have 
fulfilled the course requirements (Workshop attendance hours, supervision hours, clinical supervi-
sion hours and coursework).

Second Stage

Upon successful completion of stages 1 candidates can enter the second stage by submitting 
evidence of their clinical competency by way of tape – audio or video.

Candidate(s) will forward, to the course leaders, two copies of the tape together with the respective 
transcript and commentary of a 20 minute segment (see presentation earlier).

A fee of £100 is required at this stage.

If the candidate is evaluated as a pass, merit or distinction then the Course Leader will inform the 
candidate of the result and forward to the candidate a copy of the Evaluation Form completed by 
the External Assessor.  If the candidate is deferred then the Course Leader will arrange for the tape 
transcript and commentary to be marked by another Assessor.

If the second Assessor also marks the clinical work as deferred then the candidate will be notified 
that they have not passed the clinical component of the evaluation and they will be sent the evalu-
ation forms from the Assessors.  Candidates may re-submit for a Clinical Evaluation after 6 months 
of their first submission.

If the second Assessor marks the paper as a pass, the Course Leader will notify the Candidate that 
they have successfully passed the Clinical Competency evaluation and will be sent a copy of the 
Evaluation Forms of both Assessors.

Final Stage

Upon successful completion of all stages above, the Director of Training will notify the Candidate 
that they are to be awarded the Diploma in Supervision.

In exceptional circumstances the Board of Directors may withhold or postpone the award of the 
Diploma in the event that:

► A candidate has committed a serious breach of professional practice.
► A candidate has been the subject of a criminal/civil conviction, which has brought the profes-
sion into disrepute.
► A Candidate is in breach of training requirements/unfair practice in examination.
► A Candidate has not completed payment of their training/evaluation fees
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Course Fees

Charges for Part 1 – Taught Course
